	Abstract of present work
 Human embryonic stem cells respond to their extracellular matrix environment and modulate it as they progress through differentiation processes. We focus on deciphering the interactions of hES cells with the extracellular matrix via integrins and the subsequent signaling. The ability of extracellular cues to regulate and direct neural differentiation on one hand, and the environmental conditions that determine maintenance of pluripotency on the other hand, are some of our current research interests.  
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
