INSTRUCTIONS FOR PET/CT SCAN
Your doctor referred you for a PET-CT scan (code 226.191).
Prior to the exam, during which whole-body scanning is performed for diagnosis and/or follow-up, you will be injected with a small dose of radioactive material. There are no adverse effects and this test has been approved by the Ministry of Health.

An important note for women having Nuclear Medicine studies!

As with any test using radiation, you must inform our reception clerk before your appointment if:

- You are or may be pregnant, 

-  you are breastfeeding.

Patient preparation :

a) Report in advance if you have been diagnosed with diabetes. If yes, which anti-diabetic medication do you take.

b) Prior to the scan day, you should fax the CT answer to the following number: 02-6778581.

c) On your scan day, bring with you all your CT studies.

d) Five-hour fasting before the scan is mandatory. You may drink water or tea without sugar.

e) If the patient is a child, call us in advance to get information about fast duration and need for sedation.

Procedure description:

a) Injection of radioactive glucose solution (FDG).

b) Drink 1-3 cups of water with oral contrast.

c) 30-minute scanning is performed 60-90 minutes after injection. 

· We will do our best to perform the scan at the scheduled time. Nevertheless, there may be some delay and we apologize in advance for any inconvenience.

· Results of the test will be sent to your referring physician.

· Please bring a guarantee of payment ("Hithaivut") from your Medical Sick Fund. Ask your care provider to deliver the form with code number "FDG 78810". Original document only will be accepted on the day of your exam.

· It is recommended to bring with you reading material, food and beverages.

· One day before schedule, please confirm your appointment. We cannot guarantee it without final approval.
