INSTRUCTIONS FOR LIVER RED BLOOD CELL  SCAN
Your doctor referred you for a Liver Red Blood Cell Scan (code 226.101).

This procedure allows to differentiate between liver hemangioma and other hepatic lesions.

Prior to scanning, your red blood cells will be labelled with a small dose of radioactive material. There are no adverse effects and this test has been approved by the Ministry of Health.

An important note for women having Nuclear Medicine studies!

As with any test using radiation, you must inform our reception clerk before your appointment if:

- You are or may be pregnant, 

-  you are breastfeeding.

Patient preparation :

Please bring your recent  CT or US images.

Procedure description:

a) Product injection.

b) 15-minute scanning.

c) After one hour-and-a-half/two hours, 40-minute scanning.

· We will do our best to perform the scan at the scheduled time. Nevertheless, there may be some delay and we apologize in advance for any inconvenience.

· Results of the test will be sent to your referring physician.

· Please bring a guarantee of payment ("Hithaivut") from your Medical Sick Fund.
