INSTRUCTIONS FOR HMPAO BRAIN SCAN

Your doctor referred you for an HMPAO Brain Scan (code 226.121).

This procedure allows to assess significant decrease in cerebral blood flow.

Prior to the exam, you will be injected with a small dose of radioactive material. There are no adverse effects and this test has been approved by the Ministry of Health.

An important note for women having Nuclear Medicine studies!

As with any test using radiation, you must inform our reception clerk before your appointment if:

- You are or may be pregnant, 

-  you are breastfeeding.

Patient preparation :

a) Before the exam, consult your referring physician regarding your current medication.

b) Your full cooperation is required during scanning which may last for 40 minutes.

Procedure description:

a) You will enter a quiet and dim room, with eyes open.

b) You will be asked to lie down on a couch in a comfortable position upon receiving intravenous injection of the radioactive tracer.

c)Scanning lasts around 40 minutes. You must remain completely still, and not move your head at all.

· We will do our best to perform the scan at the scheduled time. Nevertheless, there may be some delay and we apologize in advance for any inconvenience.

· Results of the test will be sent to your referring physician.

· Please bring a guarantee of payment ("Hithaivut") from your Medical Sick Fund.

· It is recommended to bring with you reading material, food and beverages.
